Genesis 22:8, 13-14

8 Abraham answered, “God himself will provide the lamb for the burnt offering, my son.”
And the two of them went on together.

13 Abraham looked up and there in a thicket he saw a ram caught by its horns. He went
over and took the ram and sacrificed it as a burnt offering instead of his son. 4 So
Abraham called that place The Lorp Will Provide. And to this day it is said, “On the
mountain of the LORD it will be provided.”

Exodus 16:13-18

13 That evening quail came and covered the camp, and in the morning there was a layer
of dew around the camp. *When the dew was gone, thin flakes like frost on the ground
appeared on the desert floor. > When the Israelites saw it, they said to each other,
“What is it?” For they did not know what it was.

Moses said to them, “It is the bread the LORD has given you to eat. ' This is what
the LORD has commanded: ‘Everyone is to gather as much as they need. Take an
omer for each person you have in your tent.”

17 The Israelites did as they were told; some gathered much, some little. *® And when
they measured it by the omer, the one who gathered much did not have too much, and
the one who gathered little did not have too little. Everyone had gathered just as much
as they needed.

Exodus 17:3-6

3 But the people were thirsty for water there, and they grumbled against Moses. They
said, “Why did you bring us up out of Egypt to make us and our children and livestock
die of thirst?”

4Then Moses cried out to the LorD, “What am | to do with these people? They are
almost ready to stone me.”

5The Lorp answered Moses, “Go out in front of the people. Take with you some of the
elders of Israel and take in your hand the staff with which you struck the Nile, and go. ° |
will stand there before you by the rock at Horeb. Strike the rock, and water will come out
of it for the people to drink.” So Moses did this in the sight of the elders of Israel.
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Numbers 11:4-9

4The rabble with them began to crave other food, and again the Israelites started
wailing and said, “If only we had meat to eat! > We remember the fish we ate in Egypt at
no cost—also the cucumbers, melons, leeks, onions and garlic. ® But now we have lost
our appetite; we never see anything but this manna!”

"The manna was like coriander seed and looked like resin.  The people went around
gathering it, and then ground it in a hand mill or crushed it in a mortar. They cooked it in
a pot or made it into loaves. And it tasted like something made with olive oil. ® When the
dew settled on the camp at night, the manna also came down.
